The 1911 Census shows Amelia, now married having had 5 children but only 3 surviving.  Amelia puts her age as 29 

but it was probably 24.  The family were living at 75 Netherwood Street, Kilburn. 

 

 

 

 

 

 
The Electoral Register for 1914 shows George Lucas Springfield still resident at 75, Netherwood Street, Kilburn.  I 

cannot find any record of George Springfield after that time. 

 

Electoral Register records show that Amelia Lucy Springfield lived at 149, Gipsy Road, Norwood, Surrey, from 1931 

to 1964. 

 

Amelia’s son John Frederick appears on the Electoral Register for 149, Gipsy Road from 1933 to 1939.  Also John’s 

wife lived at the address with John until 1939.
